student website, is being relaunched. The new and improved site 
features easier site navigation and display, as well as brand-new 
sections geared toward students and families. Developed more than 

ten years ago as a cooperative agreement among the National Endowment for the Arts, the United States 
Department of Education, and the Kennedy Center, ARTSEDGE is one of the go-to sites for educators looking for 
lesson plans, multi-media enhanced instruction, and performance footage. The revamped site boasts color 
coded sections for educators, parents, and students. A guide for parents of  pre-professional young artists 
across many disciplines features advice on auditions, lessons, and summer intensives. Educators using the site 
can display high definition clips from the site directly on whiteboards in their classrooms, making lessons more 
seamless. Teachers may also embed resources from the site directly on their own classroom blogs or web 
sites. A wide variety of video content ranges from the origins of musical instruments to interviews with 
performers at the Kennedy Center. For the first time on the site, users may log in and personalize their

Last month California AB 2446, which would have limited access to arts 
education, died in the Senate Appropriation committee. The California 
Alliance for Arts Education offers strategies to continue building and 
sustaining effective advocacy, one of which includes launching the Local 
Advocacy Network. Working in over twenty California communities, the 
Alliance provides advocacy expertise, communication tools and 
professional development to local district leaders.

Creativity Index Passed and Signed in 
Massachusetts 
Massachusetts has passed the landmark Creative Challenge Index 
legislation. This new legislation will evaluate schools on the opportunities 
they give students for developing creativity and innovation through the 
arts or any appropriate subject in addition to using standardized tests in 
ELA, math, and science. In the coming year, this provision will create a 
commission of legislators, educators, business leaders, and community 
leaders to establish an index to measure the extent to which schools 
provide opportunities for students to engage in creative work. The index 
will examine and rate every public school in the Commonwealth on the 
teaching, encouraging, and fostering of creativity in students through arts 
education, debate clubs, science fairs, theater performances, concerts, 
film-making, and independent research. From their findings, the 
commission will develop the Creative Challenge Index which in turn will be 
used to encourage greater creativity in public schools. More information 
can be found at Arts|Learning.

Blend 
Service with Advocacy: By influencing how funds flow from 
government or private philanthropy, models that blend effective 
programs with advocacy offer pathways for dramatically scaling 
impact.

Nina Kraus, a brain researcher at Northwestern

{ƘŜ ǎŀȅǎ άmusic is a resource that tones the 
brain for auditory fitnessΦέ aǳǎƛŎƛŀƴǎ ŀǊŜ 
commonly studied models for neural plasticity, 
which refers to the ability of learning 
experiences to change the brain chemically and 
physically. Of course, the effects of music 
training are most robust for processing of music. 
But benefit transfers to speech, language, 
emotion, and general auditory processing.   
 

Boston High School Program 
Encourages Creativity 

A summer pilot program in some Boston public 
schools is encouraging high school students to 
employ creative methods as a therapeutic way 
to deal with youth and gang violence, drug use, 
sex, peer pressure, and other societal problems 
among teens. School administrators believe 
offering this type of intimate, creative setting for 
the students will reignite their desire to learn 
and explore throughout the regular school year.   
 

Study on Declining Funding 
for Arts Education 

The Center for Arts Education (CAE) released a 
ǎǘǳŘȅΣ άFunding for Key Areas of Arts Education 
Experiencing Sharp Declines ς Even Before 
Anticipated Budget CutsΣέ ǎƘƻǿƛƴƎ ǘƘŀǘ ŀǊǘǎ 
education has been hit hard. Spurred on by the 
economic downturn, CAE found that schools 
have cut key services such as the funding 
necessary to hire arts and cultural partners or 
buy arts supplies, musical instruments and 
equipment. The study also reinforces what many 
of us have already seen ς that there has been a 
trend away from arts education toward teaching 
for standardized tests. 
 

Arts Education Grants 
Advance Literacy Mississippi 
Ask for More Arts, a school-community arts 
partnership recently received a $10,000 grant 
from the Community Foundation of Greater 
Jackson to use the arts as a motivating teaching 
tool for promoting reading and literacy.

Nine States and the District  
Win òRace to the Topó Grants 
The U.S. Education Department announced that 
nine states and the District of Columbia will get 
money to reform schools in the second round of

The aim of the program 
is to reward ambitious changes to improve 
schools, close the achievement gap, and boost 
graduation rates. The competition instigated a 
wave of reforms , as states passed new teacher 
accountability policies and lifted caps on charter 
schools to boost their chances of winning. 
 

Changes in State Funding for 
the Arts 
The National Assembly of State Arts Agencies 
(NASAA) has released its FY2011 legislative 
appropriations preview for upcoming state 
government allocations to the arts. Currently, it 
appears 31 state arts agencies will receive 
decreased funding from FY2010 levels, although 
approximately 12 of these agencies are 
ŜȄǇŜŎǘƛƴƎ άƭŀǊƎŜέ Ŏǳǘǎ ς reductions of 10 percent 
or more of their entire budget. Additionally, 15 
states are predicting flat funding, and 10 will 
actually see increases (although NASAA indicates 
ǎƻƳŜ ƛƴŎǊŜŀǎŜǎ ŀǊŜ ŘǳŜ ǘƻ ƎƻǾŜǊƴƻǊǎΩ ƭƛƴŜ ƛǘŜƳǎ 
and earmarks, not necessarily increased arts 
agency funding): Alaska, Arkansas, California,

South Dakota, and Wyoming. The NASAA 
forecast does not include appropriations that 
may come from the federal level. 
 

Statewide Arts Education Census 
Results Released in Arizona 
Half of the schools responding to the first 
statewide Arizona Arts Education Census 
reported that they have no budget for arts 
education. Nearly eight out of ten schools spent 
less than one cent per day on arts education. 
Even with those figures, nearly 90 percent of 
students have access to at least one arts 
education program. That means that most 
Arizona schools have found ways to deliver arts 
education programs with few resources.

Director at their national conference. After the 
conference, AATE board president Rives Collins 
articulated the need for educational prominence 
of theatre arts. "People understand the benefits 
of early and solid education in the arts, 
particularly theatre arts, in producing a more 
well-rounded, cultural society ς but its emphasis 
in collaborative skills applies directly to all fields 
in the 21st century workforce as well." For more 
information, contact Kelly Prestel, Marketing 
Coordinator, at kelly@aate.com. 
 

AFTA Seeks Communities to 
Participate in National Study 
Americans for the Arts is seeking at least 200 
communities to participate in their next national 
economic impact study, Arts & Economic 
Prosperity IV. Studies can focus on cities, 
counties, multi-county regions, and even entire 
states.
